Botanical Tour

Learning through books and gaining practical
knowledge are two very essential prerequisites to
a student. Going along with this idea, the Dept. of
Botany organized a study tour to the Seshachalam
Reserved Forest, Tirupati, on 26% and 27" of
January. The Botanical exploration is an important
criterion included in the curriculum which enables
the students to gain additional information on plants
in general, and forest plants in particular.

Tirupati which is in Chittor District, the southern
most region of Andhra Pradesh, falls under the
The

Forest stretches over an area of 4,513.40 sq.kms.

South Eastern Ghats of Peninsular India.

The hill ranges in this region are at the foot hills of
Tirupati. The height of the some of these hills ranges
from 800ft at Alipiri, 1800 ft.in Talakona to 1200-
3000ft in Tirumala. In most of the places, the soil
is red soil with sand. The area has dry climate with
chilly weather, temperature ranges from 21-33C
(33.5C),,Humidity- 65% - 85% and 55% - 60% in the
afternoon (Higher humidity) on the day of visit. The
area is inhabited by tribes such as Yanadi, Yerukula
, dominant in the East and the Nakkala on the West
side.

The Botanical tour included a visit to Srinivasa

Mangapuram, in which Srinivasa Ayurveda
Pharmacy of Government Ayurvedic College,
Tirupati , is located. The students were able to
observe and make a study of various medicinal
plants which are commonly used to control various
ailments. Visit to the nearby Kalyani Dam from
where water is supplied to all parts of Tirupati was
very exciting. The next place to be visited from
there was Talakona Waterfalls, in the midst of dense
of forested region located at a height of 1800ft.
There, rare plant, Entadareedi, which ages about
400 years and some wild species of mangoes and

combretum were noticed. Water from the waterfalls

@

was extremely chilly. Having our lunch in the midst
of nature was truly exhilarating.

On the second day, 27.1.18, we visited ‘Jungle
Book’ which consisted of vast variety of plants. Visit
to ‘Bio-trim’ in which the process of tissue culture
takes place, mainly of teak and Red Sanders plants
was very interesting. The Centre has forest soil
testing facility and a Micro-biology lab.

In the afternoon, we visited the National Science
Research Centre where the Planetarium is located.
Visiting National Zoological Park with variety
of plants and animals including Peacocks, Royal
Bengal Tiger, lion, White Tiger, Bear, etc., was very

educational and informative.

The Seshachalam Forest area is abounding in
1,756 species of flowering plants belonging to 879
genera and 176 families. The dominant species
included Crotalaria, Indigofera, Cassia, Euphorbia,
Ficus, Ipomea, Acacia, Solanum, Ergostis, Leucas,
Phyllanthus etc. The field trip to the said areas
helped us to gather a lot of information and it was
enlightening.

The plant collection was done from plain forest,
hill slopes, hilltops, waysides, barren lands, and
gardens. The specimens were collected, pressed and
dried and the Herbarium has been prepared

Thus, this Botanical tour arranged under the
aegis of Mrs CVL Karuna, Head, Dept. of Botany
and Ms Salomi, lecturer in Botany and other
members of the department , helped us to acquire
valuable knowledge and information relating to
medicinal importance of plants. A variety of plants
were studied and it turned out to be a very useful
trip. We thank our lecturers for making the study of

Botany so very interesting!

that the temple has many pillars. There are richly
carved pillars, rock cut elephants and the Nandi
are the components of the temple. The temple
was renovated in 2004 by the Government.
Archaeological Survey of India and modern
engineers have been working for the temple's

further renovation.

Then we visited the Mysterious Ramappa
Temple which is located 80 kms away from
Warangal. The temple is named after the sculptor
Ramappa, who built it, and is perhaps the only
temple in India to be named after a craftsman
who built it. History says that it took 40 years to
build this temple. The speciality of each statue,
pillar and idol is well explained by the guide.
Though the Muslims invaded the Temple, it did

not lose its remarkable history.

Final lieu of visit in Warangal was the
renouned Warangal fort and the many ruins
reminded us of the glorious architectural wonder
of the Kakatiyas. The Thousand Pillared Temple,
Ramappa Temple and Warangal Fort are listed
as the World Heritage sites by UNESCO.

Libraries and their Role in Education

I the second year of my undergraduate study,
our History lecturer had started giving us some
guidelines for a compulsory component, which was
supposed to be a paper on any topic that had any
relation with what we were studying that semester.
While most of the guidelines she announced were
nothing unusual to any of us, when she came to the
topic of References, she gave me and probably most
of my classmates quite a jolt. After all these years
of us researching topics to write similar papers and
assignments in one way, she told us to take the other
route for her assignments. That very controversial
guideline that might unsettle many others too:
Use real books, i.e., use the library for research;
and 'do not cite websites as your resources in the

bibliography.'

Although this particular guideline was later
relaxed a bit to allow some net content (of course,
excluding our dear Wikipedia) it might urge one
to think about the largely abandoned libraries and
where they are heading to in the education scene. I
did not really have much experience in using books
as I was habituated to using the Internet from a
young age. This was encouraged too, I think, for it
was modern technology, and we had to be ahead of
the times. I think we went a bit too ahead; thereby,
leaving our libraries behind. A trip to the library
seems very taxing to the present generation as a
plethora of information is so easily accessible at the
motion of a finger. On seeing this, one might argue
that libraries, especially the conventional houses of
only books, are becoming (or have already become)

redundant and obsolete.

However, in my opinion, as well as the opinion

of many, many others: despite knowledge being

digitized and education now turning into ‘smart
learning’ or ‘e-learning, libraries still play an
indispensable role in education as they nurture and
offer a focussed, productive, reliable and accessible

environment to the students.

Ask any student frequenting the library why they
do so; and, more often than not, one of the reasons
would be the ambience of the library. For a student, a
library is primarily a source of information; and one
cannot effectively grasp all the knowledge available if
the environment is disturbing. Who would not like a
serene and silent work-place? The thing that a library
is usually known for - the ‘Silence Please!’ sign - is
also the thing that makes a library a gem of a place.
There are not many distractions while at the library;
and, when compared to the popular internet research
facilities, the distractions are almost negligible. How
many times do we click on a web-link that looks like
just the thing we want for our project, only to end up
on an appalling pornographic website? How many
times are we barraged with irksome pop-ups and
e-advertisements that do not let us view the content
in peace? How many, I ask, how many times do we
encounter alluring advertisements by e-shopping
websites offering just the product we wanted at

unbelievable rates?
“Too many times, might be an understatement.

In a library, one need not worry about
embarrassing pop-ups, cringe-worthy images or
distracting content on the book-shelf or in the book.
A book on the history of Asia, will not redirect you
to a book that reveals the top ten best kept secrets
of weight-loss that the dieticians do not want you to

know. You open a book on the economy of Germany



and you will get just that. You will not be asked to
sign up by paying hundreds of dollars or subscribe

by entering your address.

Secondly, it is not an unknown fact that the
immediate environment around a person can
drastically affect his/her mood and, consequently,
the actions. As soon as one enters a library where
there is pin-drop silence, one knows that the library
is a place for business. One knows, by the many
heads buried in huge books, that procrastination is
something that finds no place here. And, perhaps,
the most important and wonderful affect that the
ambience of any busy library has on a students
mind is the positive urge to also be productive. The
urge to sit down with a bunch of books and, just like
everyone else, finish their pending academic task
for good. That is, there is a strong urge to follow the
crowd. The Telegraph, had once reported about an
interesting study lead by Doctor Vasily Klucharev
that revealed that people tend to follow the crowd
as the brain tries to “conform with normative group
behaviour” (Alleyne). While the study can be used
to explain the many disturbing incidents of young
people following crazy trends, I would like to convey
through this how much good can come out of an
environment in which the student is surrounded by

productive people.

The library is not a mere source of information for
the students, itis a reliable source of information. The
word ‘reliable] I think, should be properly stressed
here. The material we find on the Internet cannot
always be trusted. These days, the web is flooded
with works written, self-published and e-published
by almost any odd person with an access to it. We
cannot really be sure of the content that we find on
many e-newspapers. Besides, the writing is hardly

what one might call formal’ The books we find in
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a library, on the other hand, are not a product of
just a few minutes of hitting the keyboard. They are
available in the market usually after months of hard-
work and research. And they are available in the
library only after, what I imagine, careful scrutiny.
Plagiarised content would hardly find a place in the
library.

The last, and perhaps, the most important service
provided by libraries, especially the public libraries,
is accessibility. This has been put in simple words by
John Palfrey as follows: “For many citizens, libraries
are the one place where the information they need
to be engaged in civic life is truly available for free,
requiring nothing more than the time to walk into a

branch”

It might not require much pondering before
realizing how true this statement rings. The digital
resources might be interesting. The e-books might
be portable and easy to manage. They might add so
much more to education. But, when all is said and
done, what matters is whether the common person,
whether every common student or teacher can
access it or not. As I learnt in a short course I got to
take on Entrepreneurship: If it is not used, it is not a
resource. And Internet is one such raw material that
not all of the students can convert into a resource.
Not all of them have access to it. Even if there is
access, the material that a student requires can be
something that demands payment. In a library
there is minimal, and sometimes even no payment
required. The raw information is abundant there,
just waiting to be transformed into resources. It is so
readily available to almost all the students, especially

those who have the skill but not the means.

The role of libraries in education has almost

always been palpable; but now we must realise that,



instead of being obsolete, their significance has
increased more than before. The role of libraries in
making education accessible to the people has now
gone beyond its earlier territory of print information.
With the conventional library breaking boundaries
to embrace its worst enemy- the digital library -
thereby, making even the latter more accessible,
one can imagine how much the role and scope of

libraries might increase in the field of education.

Libraries, with their aura, authenticity and
accessibility, certainly play a major role in education.
For the students, these powerhouses of knowledge
are a boon, as they offer a much-needed distraction-
free, dependable and welcoming space that is
conducive to a wholesome and rewarding learning

experience.

Nutrition therapy

Nltrients and other food components influence
the function of the body, protect against disease,
restore health, and determine people’s response
to changes in the environment. Under certain
circumstances and in some individuals, diet can
be a serious risk factor for a number of diseases.
Common dietary chemicals can act on the human
genome, either directly or indirectly, to alter gene

expression or structure.

The degree to which diet influences the balance
between healthy and disease states may depend on
an individual’s genetic makeup. Some diet-regulated
genes (and their normal, common variants) are likely
toplayarolein the onset, incidence, progression, and/
or severity of chronic diseases. Dietary intervention
based on knowledge of nutritional requirement,
nutritional status, and genotype (i.e., “personalised
nutrition”) can be used to prevent, mitigate or cure

chronic disease.

A good diet can boost the immune system and
thereby aid in the fight against cancer. Low sugar
diets seem to starve cancer cells, as they seem to use
sugar as their basic fuel. In addition a high sugar
intake increases conditions like acidosis, immune
system suppression and Prostaglandin production,
all of which encourages the growth of Cancer cells.
But a diet rich in fruits and vegetables could keep

one away from Cancer.

Certain Phytochemicals that can reduce the
incidence of many cancers. These include cauliflower,
tomatoes,Soyabeans, citrus fruits, etc. Use of butter
milk can clean the body by helping in digestion.
Some of the vegetables such as Green tea, Broccoli,
Soya Bean, Agaricus, Aloe Vera, Chlorella, wheat

grass, antioxidants ( Vitamin A, E, C, Carotenoids),

Garlic, Rice Bran, etc., have high nutritious value.
The benefits of some of the food stuffs are as follows:

1. Green Tea : Green tea has strong free radical
scavenging properties and helps to reduce the
incidence of cancer of Pancreas, Stomach, Colon,
Breast and Lung. Consumption of 5 or more cups of
green tea per day is useful in the prevention of Breast
cancer development preventing the recurrence of

breast cancer.

2. Soya bean : Rich in Iso Flavones-has anti-
cancer properties- can convert cancer cells into non-

cancerous cells ( Apoptosis)

3. Broccoli : vegetable and a potent shield against
cancer as it is rich in antioxidants like Polyphenols
( rich in Vitamin C, Folic acid, and soluble dietary
fibres, B-carotene). It helps in anti-viral, anti-

bacterial and anti-cancer activities.

4. Agaricus, Aloe Vera: boost the immune system.
Mushroom extracts are found to be successful in
reversing Cancer growth-anti-mutagenic, anti-

tumour properties.

5. Wheat Grass:

& Dbioflavonoids

Rich source of Vitamin C
approximately 4000 Phenolic
compounds that act as anti-oxidants- strengthening

the immune system.

6. Antioxidants: vitamin A, E ,C and Carotenoids
reduce the toxicity of many standard Cancer
therapeutic drugs on normal cells. Low fat and high
fibre diets with increased levels of butyric acid helps

to combat cancer.

7. Garlic: Organic ingredient of garlic, allyl Sulphur
is effective in inhibiting or preventing Cancer of
Colon, Prostate and Stomach and restores normal

killer cell activity. Garlic extract protects intestinal



damage, lectin reduces human tumour cells.

8. Rice Bran: Inositol, a natural Phytocehmical
increases the NK Cell activity, thus exhibiting anti-
tumour activity. A Polysaccaride contained in rice
ban shows anti-tumour properties and it suppresses

Carcinogenesis.

Hence, knowing the apparent benefits in the

above mentioned vegetables, it would be better if one

can plan the meal carefully. There is an opportunity
to improve one’s health status. A ot would depend
on the choices one makes. Nutrition therapy can
be very useful to anyone and is conducive to lead
a healthy life. Let us then be aware and follow a
