ICT as an English Learning Resource

English not being the native tongue of Indians offers
a tough challenge to those who wish to master it.
Hence the processes of teaching and learning are
experimented, both, by the tutor and the learner.
Researchers and teachers have been trying out various
methods and modules for making the English learning
task an easy and enjoyable one. From the traditional
class-room, chalk and talk teaching, the trend has
now shifted to the Language Lab, where the student
can learn at his own pace and wish. Technology based
learning with the assistance of the teacher goes a long

way in improving the skills of the learner.

Actually, picking up English is not a difficult task in

the modern times, since, most of the words we use
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today are English and the native Indian speakers find it
difficult to speak in their mother tongue without using
English words in between. For example, train, bus,
road, TV, Radio, book, pen, dress, phone, class, bike,
car, plate, chicken, Xerox and a host of other words are
used unconsciously in our daily contexts, without the
thought that we are using English words! Yet people
have inhibitions when it comes to talking sentences.
A few reasons are - the fear that others might laugh,
that they may not be using the right expression, ‘we
cannot speak like the westerners anyway, fear of
making grammatical errors due to disbelief in one’s
own grammatical accuracy and interference of the

native slang.



One trend we notice in our country is that children
from English medium schools speak unhesitatingly
though inaccurately, where as those who are not
exposed to the language since childhood are
hesitant. To make such youngsters become fluent
and uninhibited the English teacher plays a primary
role in teaching the sounds and expressions so that
the learners overcome their shyness and hesitancy.
The family circles in which the children grow up,
encouragement from elders, friends and social groups
also have a major influence on the confidence levels of
an individual. Learning the language with the help of
technology also comes in handy to those who do not

have encouragement from social circles.

The role of ICT is rather secondary in improving
fluency, though it is essential in higher levels of
learning. It acts as an aid to the teacher and learner
as a supplement in picking up the right articulation.
English audio and video lessons created in English
speaking countries first help the teacher to catch
the exact sounds so that they can pass it on to the
stakeholders. Along with ICT, exposure to films, TV,
Radio, news papers, mobile phones, social media
groups and websites connecting people around the
world, have gone a long way in making youngsters
pick up English much faster than before. Moreover the
social media and networks like Whatsapp, Facebook,
Twitter, etc, have become so popular that one has
exposure to English and one has to communicate in
English to use these sites. The growing MNCs, the
engulfing Western style, the all pervading city culture
etc, enable an easy mode of mastering the tongue,

though it is not of high quality.

Language education is an area where open-access
resources, online courses, virtual classrooms and social

networks based on information and communication
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technology (ICT) are being increasingly used to give
learners access to information, promote interaction
and communication, and enhance digital literacy
skills. However, the rapid development of tools and
resources presents both opportunities and challenges.
In order to maximize the potential of ICT in language
teaching, it is crucial that it is used in a pedagogically
sound way that corresponds to the individual needs of
the learners. It is also important that the use of ICT is
introduced and supported in a sustainable way and in

a range of approaches that promote lifelong learning.

Websites like Moodle, Moocs, BBC courses,
Listen a Minute, Two Minute Lessons, Oxford English,
etc give free online lessons to students. Video lessons
on grammar and usage posted in the YouTube are
very informative and easy to follow. English films,
songs, TV channels like BBC, NDTV, CNN etc,
help the learner in picking up good language skills
and also introduce them to the Western culture and
etiquette. Online dictionaries are also a handy source
for improving vocabulary and can be browsed even on

the move.

UGC grants aid to colleges to set up and run Language
Labs, where learners have ample scope to pick up the
English sounds easily. Programs like Clarity English,
Clear Pronunciation, Jennifer’s English video lessons,
etc, enable the student to practice listening and
speaking skills at their own convenience. Language
Labs in degree colleges are functioning successfully
in training students. Each student is given a head
phone and a system so that they can practice sounds
individually without feeling embarrassed or shy. The

text guides the trainer as well as the student.

With the help of the text and the audio CDs provided

along with it and under the guidance of the lecturers,



students listen to the phonemes and repeat the
sounds. In the second stage they learn to divide the
word into syllables and thirdly they are taught stress
and intonation. They then practice Rising tone and
Falling tone. The sentences which they listen to, also
help them practice intonation. In the next stage they
practice transcription of words, so that they know the

difference between spelling and pronunciation.

In the second part of the text there are passages
which the students hear, comprehend and answer
questions. This improves their comprehensive skills.
This is followed by speaking exercises focusing on
polite expressions, greeting, introducing, asking
questions, giving directions, asking for and giving
information, describing a person or a scene and so
on. After practicing on the systems students are asked
to converse in pairs, later in groups and finally talk
in front of a larger group. Hence ICT alone is not
sufficient in learning English. It has to be followed
up by individual and group effort. All said and done,
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a teacher of English plays the most crucial role in
imparting the proper language skills to the learner.
ICT is only a secondary aid and the basics must be
laid down and introduced by a lively, learned teacher

who has command over the subject.

One other important factor is that youngsters ought
to converse in English, as it is done in English medium
schools, to their peers so that they realize their
mistakes at an early stage, speak accurately, fluently
and with confidence. One must remember the fact
that language lives only when it is spoken. Speakers
come across new ways of expression and improve their
vocabulary as they keep speaking. Reading a good
number of books as a regular habit, and developing
writing skills with a critical outlook, complete one’s
mastery over the English language. Eventually, the
truth is - living in the language and loving it works

wonders in using it.
